Completing Your Financial Aid Online

1. Go online to : www.pin.ed.gov to apply and receive your federal PIN number.  You (and your parent/guardian if you are under the age of 23 and not independent) can use this number to sign your FAFSA and Student loans online.  

2. Next, go to www.fafsa.ed.gov and complete your 2011-2012 FAFSA.  You need to enter the school code 017045 for our Bartlett location or 030249 for our Shelby Drive location (East Memphis).  

3. Keep going until you receive your confirmation that the FAFSA was submitted.  You will get a confirmation number, EFC number (estimated family contribution) and your DRN number (data release number).  The EFC and DRN will be needed to retrieve your financial aid information from the system.

4. Go to www.studentloans.gov and sign in with your FAFSA pin.  When you go into the website, go to the loan entrance interview and take the little test.  Once done, you are ready to continue.  Go to complete a Master Promissory Note and select subsidized/unsubsidized loan option.  Answer all the questions and give 2 good references that can get in touch with you if needed.  (If you are attending Bartlett, choose the 1st Tennessee Academy.  If you are attending the Shelby Drive location, choose the 2nd Tennessee Academy.)  Read through all the information and answer the questions that it asks.  Be sure to read all the announcements.  When it says submit, submit it and you then want to print the first page of the PDF file and submit it to your financial aid office.
